The increase will also allow us to bring in top 
scholars as speakers to work with our students and enhance the scope oftheir transfonnative learning. Assessment of student learning is critical to the 
improvement of both classroom pedagogy and curriculum changes and this increase will support and expand our efforts to gather critical data on student 
learning.

Comments: The increase in this fee will be spent in renovating classrooms and techonology in the 52 classrooms used by Liberal Arts (includes 13 
classrooms in the Communication Bldg). This plan will include a significant renovation of Pegasus Theatre, which continues to degrade from year to 
year. In fact. we lose 2M 3 seats each year as they have begun to break. In addition, Pegasus electrical system is .at its maxiumum. Frequently, electrical 
breakers are tripped. Calculations based on 116, 737 credi~ hours. 

Describe the basis for the amount of the fee: \Ve projected the funds needed to save over the next three years for the Pegasus remodel. We 
anticipate saving $350.000 to 375,000 ger year for a projected $1 million plus remodel. \Ve need to renovate 10 classrooms per year. Each classroom 
will cost approximately $15,000. Therefore, we need $150,000 per year. 'Ve wish to make this a 5 year project. 

Describe the use of revenue collected: Revenue collected in this fee provides classroom technology upgrades including, but not limited to, computer 
rotation in our computer classrooms and labs; provides much needed funds for library materials, which are critical for research/scholarly/creative 
activities in the liberal arts; pays for software license renewal and upgrades, as well as new software purchases which insures that our students are up to 
industry standards; and covers all university required Standley printer leases. About 1/3 of the current fee supports technolgy for our Broadcast major 
and Academic Broadcasting services. 

Consequence if fee is not approved: The use of Pegasus Theatre. our one large venue, will have to be severely limited as seating disentegrates and 
our electrical system is below capacity for new technologies and current uses by CFAD. Many units on campus count on that venue. including CFAD, 
Enrol1ment Central, Success Central, Success Strategies etc. Classroom technology wi11 be inadequate and shtdents will be learning in a substandard 
environment. In addition, a lack of upgrades to broadcasting equipment will mean that our students are not prepared to go into the work environment.

Comments: In the last five years the College of Mathematics and Science (CMS) has experienced a 48% increase in undergraduate 
majors and a 15% increase in overall credit hour production. This trend was especially pronounced during the last year with increases of 
24% and 10% in undergraduate majors and credit hour production, respectively. The development of student-centered inquiry-based 
learning practices (a national trend) is ·increasing and, in the sciences, such experiential-based activities tend to incur greater costs 
(software, dissection specimens, laboratory reagents, etc.). However, as the past five years would attest, as we invest more in these 
activities, students seem to enroll in higher numbers to take part in them. (Enrolbnent patterns in STEM disciplines are consistent with 
this statement since, prior to suppoliing these activities through course fees, enrollment by majors in CMS was in decline.) In addition, 
our faculty members continue to help fund programs that SUppOit student retention (National Science Foundation REU, STEP, S-STEM, 
MR!, etc.), changing the perception of CMS by students. The growth in STEM education has, however, required that we request an 
increase of$1.90 to enable CMS to covel' the additional expenses inlaboratOlY and classroom supplies to support this development. This 
year we have had to reduce expenditures in this categOlY by 10% despite the 24% increase in student enrolbnent. We believe the 
increased cost to students is clearly justified in the face of dwindling resources to support IaboratOlY (and other) STEM experiences for 
our students. We also believe that this is likely to be justified as an investment in our state since it has recently been noted that for every 
state-appropriated dollar invested in STEM higher education in Oklahoma, another five dollars are added to its economy (OSRHE 2009

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Describe thc basis for the amount of thc fec: CMS works with its departments in developing multi-year planning budgets for the funds 
generated by this fee and others. Each department identifies its needs that are prioritized by the college and allocated based on available 
funds aud then built into an annual zero-balance budget. Umnet needs fonn the basis for increases in this fee and surpluses fonn the basis 
for reductions. CMS also works with the Forensic Science Iustitute in forecasting student needs since many ofthese students have a 
second STEM major in CMS. We also work vigorously to increase external funding to help to minimize costs to students. Many costs we 
would othenvise requh'e of course fees and tuition is cUl1'ently handled through grantsmanship and fil~draising activities. For example, 
CMS has deliberately established an Office of Sponsored Programs together with a faculty develoPll1ent model (Center for 
Undergraduate Research and Education in STEM) hI order to promote a more fiscally responsible attitude toward course fee requests 
such as this one. With the requested increase in this categoly, we will be able to balance expenditures in this categmy to within $5,000 
dollars over the next five year period (allowing for a modest inflation rate). 

Describe the use of "evenue collected: Funds from this fee are budgeted to support laboratory and c1assroom expendable supplies in the 
physical sciences, biological sciences, mathematical sciences, nursing, and funeral service. These ar~ critical to the day to day operations 
of the college and include expenditures for everything fi'om projector bulbs to chemical reagents. 

Consequence if fee is not approved: Especially due to the dramatically increased enrollments in the laboratmy-intensive Departments 
ofBio]ogy, Enghleering & Physics, and Nurshlg, a deficit has already occun'ed for this categmy (as 9ited above under "ConIlnents"). We 
expect the deficit to grow to nearly $140,000 next year if the CUlTent increase is not approved, and the deficit will only fuliher increase 
over thue, reaching nearly $320,000 at the end of five years. Student needs will therefore no longer be met tlnough this important 
category of funding.

Comments: During the last five years the College of Mathematics and Science (CMS) has experienced a 48%. increase in undergraduate majors and a 
15% increase in overall credit hour production. This trend was especially pronounced during the last year with increases of 24% and 10% in 
undergraduate m<=uors and credit hour production, respectively. The development of student-centered, inquiry-based learning practices (a national trend) 
is increasing and, in the sciences, such experiential-based activities will cause greater needs in equipment and l~arning space opportunities. As the past 
five years would attest, as we invest more in these activities, students seem to enroll in higher numbers to take part in them. (Enrollment patterns in 
STEM disciplines are consistent with this" statement since, prior to supporting these activities through course fees, enrollment by majors in eMS was iu 
decline.) In addition, our faculty members continue to help fund programs that support student retention (National Science Foundation REV, STEP, S-
STEM, MRI, etc.), changing the perception of CMS by students. However, the growth in STEM education has required that we request an increase of 
$2.20 to enable CMS to cover the additional expenses in equipment and learning spaces (e.g., renovation) to support this development. For example, 
we are currently attempting to fund two major projects in a building (Howell Hall) that take advantage of existing (poorly designed) space to increase 
om capacity for student learning (reconfiguration of rooms 2031111 and 3191118). Without realization of the proposed increase, these projects will, at 
the earliest, be completed until the AY 2014-2015. We believe the additional cost to students is justified by the increase in the quality of learning space 
and the availability of modern equipment required in current (experiential) STEM educational practices. 'Ve also believe that this is likely to be 
justified as an investment in our state since it has recently been noted that for every state-appropriated dollar invested in STEM higher education in 
Oklahoma, another five dollars are added to its economy (OSRHE 2009 - see below).

Each department identifies its needs that are prioritized by the college and allocated based on available 
funds and then built into an annual zero-balance budget. Ull1Ilet needs fOlm the basis for increases in this fee and surpluses form the basis 
for reductions. CMS also works with the Forensic Science Institute in forecasting student needs since many ofthese students have a 
second STEM major in CMS. We also work vigorously to increase extemal fimding to help to minimize costs to students. Many costs we 
would otherwise require of course fees and tuition is currently handled through grantsmanship and fimdraising activities. For example, 
CMS has deliberately established an Office of Sponsored Programs together with a fuculty development model (Center for 
Undergraduate Research and Education in STEM) in order to promote a more fiscally responsible attitude toward course fee requests 
such as this one. With the requested increase in this categOlY, we would be able to maintain and amplify the safety of our students 
learning spaces as well as complete the aforementioned renovations (reconfiguration ofrooms 203/111 and 3191118) by AY 2012-2013. 

Describe the use of revenue collected: A portion of the revenue is used to cover ongoing budgeted student expenses such as software 
licensing, replacement computers, replacement technology (instrumentation, A V equipment, patient simulators, etc.), equipment 
maintenauce contracts, copier leases, and printer leases. The remainder is used to purchase new equipment, and to upgrade, maintain and 
provide new facilities according to the CMS's multi-year planning budget. This budget currently identifies approximately six million 
dollars in projected facilities and equipment need over the next five years. This fee will, in part, fund capital projects that continue to 
suppoti an inlprovement in leaming spaces that are among the oldest and most compromised on the UCO campus. (Howell Hall, for 
example, home ofthe major STEM/laboratory-based Departments, still has no sprinkler systems nor adequate space to accommodate 
record numbers of students.)

Comments: In the last five years the College of Mathematics and Science (CMS) has experienced a 48% increase in undergraduate majors and a 15% 
increase in overall credit hour production. This trend was especially pronounced during the last year with increases of 24% and 10% in undergraduate 
majors and credit hour production, respectively. The development of student-centered inquiry-based learning practices (a national trend) is increasing 
and, in the sciences, such experiential-based activities require more support of students through assistantships, peer-based supplemental instruction, and 
special instruction. In the STEM disciplines, national accreditation standards are common and eMS has over a ~alf dozen such special accreditations of 
programs, requiring alUlUai fees and other costs (e.g., accreditation site visits); eMS also partners with the Forensic Science Institute by pairing majors 
from STEM areas with accreditation practices in their area. In addition, non-accredited programs also benefit from assessment by national organizations 
such as the Council on Undergraduate Research, which promotes the experiential learning practices (Transfonnative Learning) embraced by the DCO 
campus. As the past five years would attest, as we invest more in experiential STEM (Transformative Learning) activities, students seem to enroll in 
higher numbers to take part in them. (Enrollment patterns in STEM disciplines are consistent with this statement since, prior to supporting these 
activities through course fees, enrollment by majors in CMS was in decline.) In addition~ our faculty members continue to help fund programs that 
support student retention (National Science Foundation REU, STEP, S-STEM, MRI, etc.), changing the perception of eMS by students. The growth in 
STEM education has, however, required that we request an increase of $1.46 to enable CMS and the division of Academic Affairs to cover the expenses 
of special instruction and assessment. We believe the additional cost to students is justified by the increase in opportunities for students to partake in 
current (experiential) STEM educational practices and by maintaining the quality ofthose programs through assessment (increasing employment 
prospects). We also believe that this is likely to be justified as an investment in our state since it has recently been noted that for every state-appropriated 
dollar invested in STEM higher education in Oklahoma, another five dollars are added to its economy (OSRHE 2009 - see below). CH 79,896.

Descl'ibe the basis fOl' the amount of the fee: CMS works with its departments in developing multi-year plamling budgets for the funds 
generated by this fee and others. Each depaliment identifies its needs that are prioritized by the college and allocated based on available 
funds and then built into ati annual zero-balance budget. Unmet needs form the basis for increases in this fee and surpluses fornl the basis 
for reductions. CMS also works with the Division of Academic Affairs and the Forensic Science Institute in forecasting student needs. We 
work vigorously to increase external fimdiug to help to mUlinlize costs to students. Many costs we would otherwise require of course fees 
and tuition are clllTently handled through grantsmanship and fundraising activities. For example, CMS has deliberately established an 
Office of Sponsored Programs together with a faculty development model (Center for Undergraduate Research and Education in STEM) 
in order to promote a more fiscally responsible attitude toward course fee requests such as this one. However, cunent ree revenue in this 
categOlY will be depleted (at cunent spending rates) by the 2012-13 academic year. A shift in AY 2012-2013 from facility and equipment 
fees to special instruction fees will allow us to continue directulg funds to stabilize other fee categories. Nonetheless, without concomitant 
increases in the other categories, all ofthe fee categories will be in deficit within two years.

(Transfon'llative Leaming) for our students (that require mentoring and tutoring practices) will be seriously compromised as will our 
ability to measure and maintaul accreditation standards that promote the job success of our graduates. Indeed, due to increased 
enrollments in STEM and Allied Health disciplules, and the courses and laboratories needed to support these areas, the cunent fee 
revenue will be depleted by the 2013-2014 academic year. By the end of five years, we will be nearly $350,000 short of meeting our 
ammal needs.

to take a college-level mathematics course. All ofthese are currently taught by Rose State College in classrooms on the UCO campus.
